1) The meeting was called to order by Chairman Eaton at 5:04 P.M.

2) Mr. Pato led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Commissioner Aguilar asked Chairman Eaton to recognize 2 students from Dr. Melzer’s
class who were in attendance at tonight’s meeting.

3) Approval of Agenda
Commissioner Aragon moved for approval. Seconded by Commissioner Hyder. Motion
carried unanimously.

4) Approval of Minutes: March 4, 2915 (Business Meeting)
Commissioner Hyder requested that item #10 reflect that he withdrew his motion to table
the item only after Commissioner Aguilar and Commissioner Aragon had withdrawn the
second and the vote. Also in public comment Mr. Randy Cox should be reflected as HOA
Manager for Las Maravillas units 2 and 3.
Mr. Condrey commented that also on item #10 he said there was discussion at a meeting
held on August 23 he would like made known that there was no meeting on that date, the
meeting was held on September 17th,
Commissioner Aguilar moved for tabling the minutes until the corrections can be made.
Seconded by Commissioner Aragon. Motion carried unanimously.

PRESENTATION(S)
5) Juvenile Justice Board. Cynthia Ferrari
Ms. Ferrari reported that for A’ ‘16 CYFO has approved funding in the amount $164,276 of
that amount she has requested that 5% go to the county to cover administrative costs, the
county has been the fiscal agent since the creation of the Juvenile Justice board. The
youth that have been served through the various programs since July 1, 2014 is 166.
ScOutreach received 49 referrals, RAC had 57 participants and 57 referrals, the Boys and
Girls Club had 60 participants with 60 referrals. Mr. Pato stated that at the last meeting
that Ms. Ferrari had presented at there was discussion about the possible use of the
Bernalillo County Day Reporting Center. Ms Ferrari replied that since that time the center
is no longer being used as a detention alternative, she feels that it is no longer a possible
option or appropriate to send our youth there.
Commissioner Cole asked if there were any drug rehab facilities available for the youth in
Valencia County. Ms. Ferrari replied that there are no facilities available here in the
county, the closet place is Turquoise Lodge in Albuquerque. Commissioner Cole stated
that she would like to see a facility worked on for the youth of the county.(See Exhibit A)

DISCUSSION (NON-ACTION) ITEM(S):
6) Commissioners, Committees and Reports.
Mr. Martinez announced that there will be a Clean UplTire Amnesty day this Saturday from
10:00am -2:00 pm behind the community center in Meadowlake.

Commissioner Aguilar reported that she had attended a meeting with the Extension
Service committee and she is pleased to hear of all the programs that they have available
throughout the county. She also took a tour of the jail then had a meeting with
Commissioner Hyder, Warden Chavez and Manny Romero from NMAC to address

concerns of the jail. They are just gathering information to bring to the commission, so as
to not get caught up in committees and taskforces.

Mr. Condrey reported that he is working on a 3 month calendar for the commission; there
are some workshops and meetings that need to be held on various issues. Employee
Appreciation day is scheduled for April 23. There have also been several taskforces
created to update the county travel policies as well as the county investment policy. Also
a letter was sent to James Chavez with NMAC regarding the progress that has been made
on several items from the annual safety inspection.

Commissioner Cole requested that whenever a meeting or workshop is scheduled that all
the commissioners be notified.

Chairman Eaton reported that he was contracted via email on Saturday informing him of
the resignation of Senator Phil Griego, the email contained correspondence from the
Governor requesting that the commission call an emergency meeting to nominate an
individual to fill the vacant seat. After speaking with the other commissioners the
consensus was reached that this event did not warrant an emergency meeting. It was
decided upon to advertise a notice for individuals to submit a letter of interest to the
County Manager’s office. A special meeting will be held Friday at 3:00 pm to review the
submitted names and to forward a name to the governor’s office.

Commissioner Aguilar wanted to make it clear that in regards to the jail she is just
gathering data, it was not a workshop. Any commissioner has the freedom to gather
information and bring it in front of the commission so as to move projects forward; she is
not trying to exclude anyone. Chairman Eaton stated that the commissioners each have
advanced knowledge in various areas of county government and if they can all dialogue
and gain knowledge then it benefits the commission as a whole.

County Clerk Carabajal announced Resolution 2015-21 (See Exhibit B)

BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS CONVENES A S INDIGENT CLAIMS BOARD
Commissioner Aguilar moved to convene as the indigent claims board. Seconded by
Commissioner Hyder. Motion carried unanimously.

8) ConsIderation of Indigent Report. Ron Storey
Mr. Storey presented the indigent report and asked for approval in the amount of
$20,181.24 He also reported that for the February payment of the Detention Center’s
medical contract he was able to utilize a credit of $75,000 to pay for the February invoice.
Also the NMAC-NMHIX grant was 100% reimbursed in February.
Commissioner Aragon moved for approval. Seconded by Commissioner Cole. Motion
carried unanimously. (See Exhibit C)

BOARD RECONVENES AS BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS
Commissioner Hyder moved to reconvene as the 80CC. Seconded by Commissioner
Aragon. Motion carried unanimously.

9) Consideration of Continuation of Services Agreement with City of Rio Communities.
Adren Nance
Mr. Nance stated that what is up for approval is a continuation of services agreement with
the City of Rio Communities. This agreement encompasses law enforcement, animal
control, the county will perform road work at cost, the city will be able to use Del Rio
Senior Center exclusively from I :OOpm-1 1:00pm on the second and fourth Tuesday of the
month, and they will pay their own dispatch service fees as of June 30th, This agreement
will end on June 30, 2016. So far Rio Communities has not been able to obtain
independent insurance from the Municipal League to cover the county. Commissioner
Aguilar asked if this agreement had gone before the Rio Communities board yet. Mayor
Gwinn replied that yes the agreement was approved by the council yesterday on a 4-0
vote. Chairman Eaton spoke in regards to the law enforcement portion of the agreement,
he felt like the city should have an agreement in place with the Belen police department
instead of the sheriff’s department having to cover Rio Communities and possibly facing

depleted coverage in other areas of the county. Commissioner Aguilar asked if aprocedure for road maintenance needs to be in place because she believes that thecounty calls need to take priority. Commissioner Cole stated that she was concerned thatif the county did any maintenance or improvements to the roads in Rio Communitieswould the county be held responsible if anyone got injured or killed. Mr. Nance repliedyes, that is some of the liability that the county will take on. City Manager Bob Skerrystated that they haven’t used county work for roads in over a year and they don’t plan touse it unless there is a major pothole or such. They are in the midst of working on abudget right now and are planning long term goals. The city does bring in revenue for thecounty with property taxes and GRT, so their tax base helps offset some of the costs tothe county. Commissioner Cold stated that even though county road services haven’tbeen used in over a year this agreement still holds the county responsible until 2016 ifsomething should happen. Mr. Pato replied yes that is correct. Mr. Nance stated that thecommission can approve this agreement as a whole, not approve It or can remove certainportions if thçy so choose. Mr. Pato stated that another option may be to work out anagreement for individual patch jobs rather than assuming liability for their roads. Mr.Skerry commented that the city has accepted the roads, they are no longer county roadsand they have insurance from the Municipal League to cover liability for city roads in cityproperty they just aren’t able to cover county employees coming into the city. Mr. Nancestated that the liability would be if the city called the county for a repair and the county
didn’t do a good job fixing it or if a vehicle ran into a county truck while they were doing
repairs that is where the liability is. Commissioner Aguilar asked if the road portion canbe removed from the agreement. Mayor Gwinn replied that he doesn’t see a problem withremoving that portion. Commissioner Hyder stated that he personally has seen the mayorand councilors maintain the road themselves. Also it was already noted here tonight thatthe city hasn’t used the county for road maintenance for over a year and this agreementalso does have an expiration date of June 30, 2016 which was never required with the Cityof Peralta or anyone else prior, it just ended when they came and asked for it.

Commissioner Hyder moved for approval of the agreement as it currently reads.Seconded by Commissioner Aguilar,

Commissioner Aragon asked if there were no more worries about the road maintenance.Mr. Pato stated that he doesn’t want to give legal advice to the city but there are priceagreements in place for hot mix, and like anyother municipality or entity they are able topurchase under our price agreements or the states price agreements so they wouldn’thave to solicit the materials on their own. So there is flexibility for the city to make thepurchases without having to have the road maintenance provision in the agreement.Commissioner Aguilar stated that her position in seconding the motion Is that because theminutes become part of the record and there is clarification on the action that we aretaking and why we’re taking it. Chairman Eaton stated that he is fully supportive ofCommissioner Hyder’s motion with the exception of the language pertain to the roads, hewould prefer if the road language was removed.

Commissioner Hyder amended his first motion to include approval of the agreementeliminating the road maintenance provision. After asking Chairman Eaton for point oforder Commissioner Aguilar stated that for clarification and simplicity she will withdrawher second of the original motion.

Commissioner Hyder restated his amended motion for approval of the agreement with theremoval of the road maintenance. Seconded by Commissioner Aragon. Motion carriedunanimously. (See Exhibit D)

Chairman Eaton called for a 5 minute break so the changes could be made to theagreement before it is signed.

10) ConsIderation of Resolution 2015-_: Benefits and Salaries of Appointed Officials.Adren Nance
Mr. Nance stated that a proposed version of this resolution was discussed last time; theresolution would modify resolution 2013-35 which sets forth the salaries of appointedofficials. When this came before the board 2 weeks ago it was brought forth that therewhere discrepancies in what the resolution stated and what the undersheriff was gettingpaid. There are various options that the commission can take at this time. Chairman Eatonasked Mr. Condrey to explain his statement from the agenda request form about thesalaries being flawed. Mr. Condrey stated that when research was done on resolution2013-35 the salary at that time for the undersheriff was already above the 75% called forin the resolution, the other problem with the resolution was that the executive secretary

portion was left blank; how can a resolution be adopted with a blank. Sheriff Burkhard
stated they have been dealing with pay compression since he has taken office, and they
have been able to put together a pay package that would address the pay compression
issue from top to bottom. Chairman Eaton asked for the annual earning of captains.
Sheriff Burkhard stated they make $281hr. based on an 80 hour work week and if the
undersheriff stays at 75% of the sheriff’s salary they would be making around $51,000
which is about what sergeants are at. Commissioner Aguilar stated that she agrees with
the sheriff that we can’t have an undersheriff making less than the captains. Sheriff
Burkhard stated that the undersheriff is required to have professional certification as a
law enforcement officer. Commissioner Aguilar stated that this all may be an
unintentional flaw, In executive session she only remembers discussing 4 but she does
remember the Sheriff wanting to address compression pay but she doesn’t remember
anything specific to the undersheriff. We have an undersheriff today that is really qualified
and as a commission we have to look at public safety and the budget. She doesn’t
interfere with budgets of elected officials, and she is going to give the Sheriff the same
respect. In regards to the certification for the undersheriff on the proposed resolution she
would not like that to become permanent for other incoming undersheriffs. Commissioner
Cole stated that her frustration is that the qualification supplement is only addressing the
undersheriff, in the Treasurer’s office there is a chief deputy with 33 years of experience
so in making decisions everyone needs to be considered. Chairman Eaton stated that he
was disturbed when he saw the qualification outlining, another elected official had
pointed out to him that they weren’t given the same opportunity to make justification for
their deputies. He went on to say that he still bejieves that this whole thing was not done
properly, and is concerned with possible violations of the Open Meetings Act. Either now
or somewhere down the road the elected officials need to be looked at because we are at
the low end of salaries when compared to other Class B counties. Commissioner Aguilar
stated that she agrees with Chairman Eaton but the situation now is just involving the
undersheriff, yes we do need to address wage and salary for employees and appointed
officials but now we need to move forward on the undersheriff. Mr. Condrey stated that he
hopes to discuss the wage and salary issue at a workshop on April 8th he asked for
commission approval of the proposed, resolution and the other appointed officials will be
dealt with over the course of several budget hearings. He also mentioned that
negotiations have been initiated with FOP and the 2 AFSCME unions and depending on
what the agreement results in the compression issue may need to be revisited in Pt 2015-
2016. Commissioner Aguliar asked what the dollar amount difference was between the
75% and, the 92.5%. Sheriff Burkhard stated that he believes it is around $16,000.
Chairman Eaton commented that in actual salary it is $12,014.

Commissioner Aguilar moved for approval of the proposed resolution addressing the
undersheriff’s salary only. Seconded by Commissioner Hyder.

Commissioner Aragon wanted to make clear that the wage and salary issue has been on
the commission’s radar and it Is something that the commission will address, it goes for
all county employees as well. Commissioner Cole stated that she thinks that approving
this resolution will create animosity between departments and there may be some upset
employees. Chairman Eaton stated that he believes that there is no other choice at this
time but to bring the undersheriff up to 92.5% but he also recommends that the other
chief deputies be brought up to 85%.

Chairman Eaton called for the vote on Commissioner Aguilar’s motion and Commissioner
Hyder’s second.
Motion failed 2-3. Commissioner Cole, Commissioner Aragon and Chairman Eaton voted
no.

Commissioner Aragon asked what the numbers would be to bring the others up to 85%.
Ms. Card stated that a rough calculation for the 3 other chief deputies being brought up to
85% is around $5,512 for the 7 remaining pay days this fiscal year and annually would be
around $20,473. There are appropriations that can be re-appropriated due to savings that
would make these increases possible. Commissioner Aguilar stated that she thinks that
the Issue with the undersheriff needs to be addressed because it deals with the issue of
public safety; it’s not to say that the other elected officials aren’t important but we will be
having budget negotiations next month.

Chairman Eaton moved for approval of the resolution setting the Undersheriff at 92.5%
and the other appointed officials at 85%. Seconded by CommIssioner Aragon. Motion
passed 4-1. Commissioner Aguilar abstained from voting.

11) Consideration of FY16 CAP, SB & SP Road Projects. Jacobo MartinezCommissioner Aragon moved for approval. Seconded by Commissioner Cole. Motioncarried unanimously.
County Clerk Carabajal announced Resolution 2015-23 (See Exhibit F)

12) ConsIderation to Appoint Freeholders to review a Plat Map Vacation. JacoboMafl/nez
Mr. Martinez stated that Mr. Max Kiehne Is requesting a plat map vacation for ManzanoMountain Ranch subdivision in Meadowlake, the first step of the process is to go througha road vacation.
Commissioner Aguilar moved for approval of appointing 3 road viewers. Seconded byCommissioner Hyder. Motion carried unanimously.

13) ConsideratIon of Resolution 2015-_: Annual Certified Maintained Road Mileage.Jacobo Martinez
Mr. Martinez stated that every year the county submits a road inventory and mileage bookto NMDOT for all roads that the county maintains. Mr. Pato went over how the statecalculates the amount of money distributed to the county for road mileage funding afterthe topic was brought up by Commissioner Cole.
Commissioner Hyder moved for approval of the report. Seconded by CommissionerAguilar. Motion carried unanimously.
County Clerk Carabajal announced Resolution 201 5-24 (See Exhibit G) (Book on file withthe county clerk’s office)

14) ConsIderation of Freeholders Report and Order to Vacate a Section of Amy Road(Fence Line Rd.) Jacobo Martinez
Mr. Martinez stated that part of the county’s agreement with Isleta Pueblo is to vacateAmy Rd. The 3 road viewers accessed the road and they agreed that it was no longerneeded as a public road.

Commissioner Aguilar moved for approval to vacate the road.Mr. Nance requested that the motion for approval state that the vacation and order forvacation become effective after the new road is built.

Commissioner Aguilar restated her motion to follow the attorney’s guidance. Secondedby Commissioner Aragon. Motion carried unanimously.

15) Consideration to Add Navarro Rd. to County Maintained Log. Jacobo MartinezMr. Griffith, manager for Valencia Power Plant stated that the business is situated onNavarro and Christine Dr. in the Rio Grande Industrial Park near the southern end of thecounty. The road runs east west and Is a heavily traveled road with quite a largewashboard problem. The concern is for the safety of the employees and vendors thattravel that road as well as for making sure that the parts that the company needs arrive ingood condition. He is requesting that the road be added to the county maintained list.Commissioner Hyder mentioned that there are manhole covers on Navarro Rd. so howmuch grading can be done before any possible damage to graders. Mr. Martinez statedthat the road foreman had gone and assessed the road; he found 8 manhole covers thatare owned by New Mexico Water. As of right now the covers are exposed but should becovered if the county were to continue to grade the road. It would cost about $425 tobring the road to county standards and maintenance would cost about $100 every timeit’s graded.

Commissioner Hyder moved for approval. Seconded by Commissioner Aguilar.
Chairman Eaton asked if Navarro Rd. intersects at Qhristine. Mr. Martinez replied that itdead ends at Christine. Chairman Eaton asked if the county would be responsible formaintaining both sides of Navarro at the railroad spur. Mr. Martinez replied that if Navarrogoes all the way to Christine then yes the county would be responsible. After somediscussion it was found that Navarro does cross over the spu1 and runs into Christine.
Commissioner Aguilar withdrew her second to the motion. She stated that there is notenough information available, she would like more information and anytime you deal withrailroad tracks there is liability and there might have to be an agreement made with BNSF.
Mr. Martinez stated that he agrees with Commissioner Aguilar that more information isneeded before a decision is made.

Commissioner Hyder continued with his motion to approve the request to add NavarroRd. There was no second to his motion.

Commissioner Aragon moved to table this request until the county can get arecommendation from BNSF on how to grade up to the railroad spur. Seconded byCommissioner Cole. Motion passed 4-0. CommissIoner Hyder abstained from voting.

Ms. Romero requested approval from the commission to award the contract to C.C.Construction; they were the lowest bidder at $103,005.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN
THE COUNTY OF VALENCIA AND THE CITY OF RIO COMMUNITIES

REGARDING THE CONTINUATION OF SERVICES

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) by and between the City of Rio Communities (“Rio
Communities”) and the County of Valencia (“County”).

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, the City of Rio Communities incorporation was officially recognized by the Board
of County Commissioners of Valencia County on January 18, 2013 after an election wherein the
residents of the area approved incorporation pursuant to NMSA 1978, Section 3-2-1 et seq; and,

WHEREAS, Rio Communities completely within the boundaries of the County of Valencia,
however, after incorporation the County of Valencia no longer has jurisdiction to provide
services in the incorporated area; and,

WHEREAS, the parties to this Agreement wish to provide for seamless, efficient and responsive
government services to the persons residing in the newly incorporated City of Rio Communities.

WHEREAS, the parties recognize that the tasks of organizing and implementing municipal
government services to the citizens of Rio Communities will require an extended period of time.

WHEREAS, the City of Rio Communities expresses its intention to pursue the organization and
implementation of its municipal services in an expedient manner and to assume as many of the
services defined herein as are determined to be in the best interests of its citizens.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED BETWEEN THE PARTIES:

1. PURPOSE: The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth those services to be rendered to
the City of Rio Communities by the County and its agencies until such time as Rio Communities
is able to provide (he necessary services to its inhabitants without the assistance of another entity.

2. COMMON POWER: The common powers to be exercised is the power pursuant to
NMSA 1978, Section 3-18-1 (1972) for municipalities, and also counties pursuant to NMSA
1978, Section 4-37-1 (1995), to “protect generally the property of its municipality and its
inhabitants” and to “preserve peace and order”.

3. SCOPE OF SERVICES & GENERAL PARTY OBLIGATIONS:

Services to be supplied to Rio Communities by the County shall include:

A. Law Enforcement. B: 82 p: 483
liv rgA 11111
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The parties recognize that the Sheriff will continue to perform those duties described
in NMSA 1978, Section 4-41-2 (1865) within the boundaries of Rio Communities
and that such duties are not a part of this Agreement.

ii. The Sheriff is not obligated by virtue of this Agreement to administer directed
patrols, specific traffic enforcement, enforce municipal ordinances or provide 24
hour presence in the City.

iii. This Agreement does not obviate the duty of Rio Communities to establish and
maintain a municipal police department pursuant to NMSA 1978, Section 3-12-4
(1965).

iv. The Sheriff, may at the request of the Mayor of Rio Communities by email, assign a
Deputy(s) to attend Rio Communities Council meetings and special events. Rio
Communities will pay the County the sum of $35.00 per hour per Deputy (time and
½ pay for each Deputy as well as a reasonable administrative fee cover
equipment/fuel) per assignment.

B. Animal control.

Once Rio Communities properly enacts an ordinance providing for the same the
County shall, at the request of the Mayor of Rio Communities by email to the
Animal Control Director & the County Manager. respond to animal control calls in
the municipality. Rio Communities will pay the County a rate of $30.00 per hour
worked per Animal Control Officer (time and ½ pay for each Deputy as well as a
reasonable administrative fee cover equipment/fuel).

ii. The County will provide housing, veterinary care food and water for animals if the
animals are: (a) seized or received from the Rio Communities or (b) surrendered by
citizens of the City of Rio Communities. All animal seized will be processed
pursuant to Valencia County Ordinances, Policies and Procedures. Rio
Communities will pay [he County the sum of $50.00 per day or any fraction thereof
for each Rio Communities Animal confined at the County Animal Control Facility
based upon a billing cycle of 12:01 a.m. (Midnight) to 12:00 a.m. (Midnight).

C. Del Rio Community Center. The current feels and regulations for the use of the Del
Rio Community Center shall apply to Rio Communities, including, scheduling, the
hourly fees, open/close fees, damage/cleaning deposit, insurance requirements, with the
following exceptions:

i. Rio Communities shall have the exclusive right to use the Center from 1:00 PM
until 11:00PM on the Second and Fourth Tuesday of every month.

ii. Rio Communities will not have to re-submit its damage deposit. The damage
deposit shall remain as “standing” with the County. The County will notify Rio
Communities if the deposit is used to make repairs/cleanup and how much will be

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required to bring the deposit back the full amount, as necessary. Rio Communities
will bring the deposit back to full level prior to its next scheduled meeting.

D. Dispatch Services. The County will fund Rio Communities dispatch fee obligation due
to the Valencia County Regional Dispatch Authority until June 30, 2015.

B. Fire Services. The County shall provide at no additional cost fire protection and
emergency medical services including the maintenance and usual and customary
equipment of the Rio Grande Estates Fire Station until the fire Station is transferred to
Rio Communities per Valencia County Resolution 20 14-12 and the MOA for continued
fire services approved April 24, 2014.

The County will work to bring Rio Communities E-91 1 road centerline file up to
date for use by the Valencia Regional Emergency Communications Center for
dispatch of Emergency Responders.

ii. The County will maintain the Rio Communities Master Street Address Guide which
includes:

a. Plotting or GPS any new roads in the GIS centerline road file and entering
this information into the E-91 1 System through Intrado. (Contractor for
QWEST for B-91 1 records maintenance for the State of New Mexico.); b.
Making any corrections to the E-91 1 address and telephone records as
necessary and submitting corrections to ktrado with the approval of the Rio
Communities Planning and Zoning Office; c. Making the necessary
corrections to the address road ranges in the GIS System as determined by the
Village Planning and Zoning Office and submitting corrections to Intrado; d.
Plotting any new addresses as assigned by the Village of Bosque Farms into
the GIS system; e. Correcting any spatial errors that may exist based on
monthly error reports received from Spatial Data Research & the DFA E-9 11
Program Director. f. Providing for accuracy of 015 and GPS data for Wireless
13-911 calls.

iii. Pay to the County a flat rate of the sum of Three Thousand Dollars ($3,000.00)
for the first year of the agreement. The first year’s payment shall be due no later
than June 30, 2015. Thereafter Rio Communities shall pay the County at the
following rate upon receipt of a detailed monthly statement of accounting for
services performed: a. $30 per E-9 11 address and telephone correction in the
system: b. $30 per new address point entered into the 015 layer; c. $50 per new
road entered into the 015 layer and E-91 I system

iv. Rio Communities will provide to the County’s rural addresser updated GIS
addressing and MSAG database information on a timely basis; work towards
maintaining the MSAG at a 96% accuracy rate; provide to the County’s rural
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addresser the point of contact (name, address, phone, fax, e-mail) for GIS, PSAP
and any other personnel handling MSAG updates; and Sign a non-disclosure
agreement as needed.

v. The Village understands and acknowledges that E-91 us an evolving technology
which cannot be measured.

4. OBLIGATIONS OF RIO COMMUNITIES:

A. Agreement is not intended to and does not establish any waiver of immunity from
liability for alleged tortuous conduct or any other matter of any officer, agent, or
employee of City or the County apart from that set forth in the New Mexico Tort
Claims Act, NMSA 1978, Section 41-4-1, et seq. (1976) (hereinafter, as heretofore
and hereafter (i) amended and (ii) constmed and applied by the appellate courts of
the State of New Mexico, the “Act”). All privileges and immunities from liability,
and exemptions from laws, ordinances, and rules, which apply to “governmental
entities” and to “public employees,” each as defined in the Act, shall apply to thesame extent while engaged in the performance of any of their respective functionsand duties hereunder.

B. Rio Communities shall commission and issue commission cards to all ValenciaCounty Employees enforcing municipal ordinances on behalf of Rio Communities,as appropriate.

C. Rio Communities agrees and understands that, in regard to the serviced described inSection 3 A-E of this Agreement, the County has a statutory responsibility to firstprovide services to the unincorporated area of the County and can only provide thedescribed services to Rio Communities if there is available manpower and resources.

5. PAYMENT FOR SERVICES:

A. The County shall, on a monthly basis, submit an invoice to Rio Conmuinitiesaccounting for all services performed and expenses incurred in Section 3 of thisAgreement. Rio Communities shall submit payment to the County for the servicesperformed and expenses incurred within thirty days of receipt of the invoice.

B. Rio Communities shall annually, within 20 days of its receipt, transfer any lawenforcement protection fund it receives, or the funds equivalent, from the State ofNew Mexico to the County in return for the services provided herein considering thatRio Communities is in the process of but has not yet created a policy department perNMSA 1978, Section 3-12-4 (1965). This provision will cease upon theestablishment of a municipal police department.

6. LIABILITY:
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A. No Party shall be responsible for liability, beyond the obligation to provide
insurance coverage, incurred as a result of any other Party’s acts or omissions in
connection with this Agreement. Any liability incurred in connection with this
Agreement is subject to the immunities and limitations of the New Mexico Tort Claims
Act.

B. This Agreement shall not create or confer on any other person or entity any right
or benefit, substantive or procedural, enforceable at law or otherwise, against any party or
their officers, directors, officials, employees, agents, representatives, contractors,
subcontractors, consultants or advisors.

C. All employees or contractors engaged in any of the work or services performed
pursuant to this Agrcement shall at all times and in all places be subject to the County’s
supervision and control and said County shall be solely responsible for the conduct and
performance of these individuals.

7. THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARY: This Agreement shall not create or confer on anyother person or entity any right or benefit, substantive or procedural, enforceable at law orotherwise, against any party or their officers, directors, officials, employees, agents,representatives, contractors, subcontractors, consultants or advisors.

8. PROPERTY: No property shall be acquired as a result of this Agreement, which doesnot involve the disposition, division, or distribution of any property. The disposition of recordsgenerated by performance of this Agreement shall be decided by the parties upon termination.

9. SURPLUS FUNDS: After completion of the AgreemenUs purpose, any surplus moneyon hand shall be returned in proportion to the contributions made.

10. STRICT ACCOUNTABILITY OF ALL RECEIPTS AND DISBURSEMENTS: Eachparty shall be strictly accountable for all receipts and disbursements under this Agreement.

11. AMENDMENT: This Agreement shall not be altered, changed, or amended except byinstrument in writing executed by the parties and approved by the Department of FinanceAdministration.

12. APPROPRIATIONS: Performance under this Agreement is contingent upon sufficientauthority and appropriations.

13. GOVERNING LAW: This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of NewMexico.

14. EFFECTIVE DATE, TERM AND TERMINATION OF AGREEMENT.

A. This Agreement shall become effective when the duly authorizedrepresentative(s) of each Party affix their signature and upon approval by theDepartment of Finance and Administration.
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B. This Agreement shall terminate on June 30, 2016, unless extended by mutualagreement of both parties hereto. Upon termination all obligations incurred underthis Agreement shall terminate, except for any payment obligations under section4.

C. This Agreement, in whole or in part, may be amended or terminated by theconsent of all Parties at any time, or by any one Party upon not less than (30) dayswritten notice. Upon termination all obligations incurred under this Agreementshall terminate.

15. HEADINGS. The headings of the sections of this Agreement are inserted only forconvenience or reference and are not intended or to be construed to modify, define, limit orexpand the intent of the Parties.

16. SEVERABILITY. if any provision of this Agreement shall be found by a court ofcompetent jurisdiction to be illegal, in conflict with any law of the State of New Mexico orotherwise unenforceable, the validity and enforceability of the remaining provisions shall not beaffected and the rights and obligations of the parties shall be construed and enforced as if thisAgreement did not contain the particular provision found to be illegal, invalid or otherwiseunenforceable.

17. FURTHER ASSURANCES. Each party hereto agrees to do all acts and things and tomake, execute and deliver such written instruments as shall from time to time be reasonablyrequired to carry out the terms and provisions of this Agreement.

IN WITNESS WHEREOF, each Party has executed this Interim Agreement effectiveupon the approval of both parties.
